Shimla, September 20: 
As part of the International Day of
Peace celebrations, the Rovers and
Rangers of GDC Sanjauli Unit
extended their peace-building
initiative to schools across the city
under the theme “Act Now for a
Peaceful World.” The outreach aimed
to inspire young minds to become
active participants in creating a
harmonious and just society.
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The Scouts and Guides visited D.A.V. Senior Secondary School, New
Shimla, engaging students in interactive sessions designed to
communicate the importance of peace, tolerance, and empathy.
