During the camp, expert medical professionals from the GIFT team conducted HPLC-based
Thalassemia screening tests for students.

The expert team also provided detailed
information about the symptoms, genetic causes, inheritance patterns, preventive measures, and the

importance of pre-marital screening to prevent the transmission of the disorder to future generations.

Shimla. Rotaractor Ashish Thakur played an active role in organizing and ensuring the smooth
management of the camp.
